From Capture to Print
This seminar provides a comprehensive and 

practical overview of working successfully with 

labs, designers, printers and pre press services, 

and the often confusing and conflicting options 

involved in preparing images for printing. 

Both RGB and CMYK print processes are dis-

cussed, including the comparison and selection of 

output gamuts, the compression of out-of-gamut 

colours, and accurate proofing. Magazine, sheet 

fed, inkjet and digital-photographic outputs are 

compared and contrasted, with an emphasis on 

preserving image integrity across these different 

media.

The B&W Fine Print
This seminar cr it ical ly  explores the f ine print 

in the age of d ig ita l  reproduct ion.  I t  analyses 

and evaluates the f inest avai lable materia ls 

and combines them with advanced edit ing 

techniques and print processes to produce 

B&W prints of  exquis ite qual i ty . 

S imultaneous contrast ,  l inear and aeria l  per-

spect ive,  opt ical  i l lusions and other v isual 

ef fects are incorporated into sophist icated 

B&W image edit ing techniques. 

Di f ferent cr iter ia for evaluat ing print qual i ty , 

and the creat ive preparat ion of  images for 

B&W inkjet and dig ita l -photographic pr int ing 

are also examined.

Wednesday 17 September:
Exhibiting your Work
This seminar is all about exhibiting and selling 

photography as fine art. 

It positions commercial photography within a broader 

tradition of photographic practice, and considers the 

re purposing of commercial images for different clients 

and markets. It also discusses the commercial gallery 

structure, protocols, dealers, valuers, and collectors 

who are they and what they are looking for. 

Contemporary distinctions between content and style, 

the artist as producer, personal versus commercial,  

the business-of-art, and the art-of-business are explored 

in a fine art context.  

Wednesday 19 November:
Non-Destructive Workflows
This seminar looks at editing non-destructively while 

maintaining maximum workflow flexibility with programs 

such as Adobe Photoshop, Bridge and Lightroom on PC 

and Mac platforms. 

This includes smart objects, smart filters, adjustment 

layers and an introduction to automating workflows 

through scripting actions and applications. 

It i l lustrates what can and can’t be actioned, and 

develops ‘workarounds’ for complex processing 

routines. The emphasis is on maximising image 

quality and workflow flexibil ity while at the same 

time improving production efficiency. 
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
